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Jadranka Božikov was born in Zagreb, Croatia, where she graduated in Mathematics from the Faculty of Science and Mathematics, University of Zagreb in 1977. After joining the Andrija Štampar School of Public Health in 1978 she completed MPH program Planning and Management of Health Care and earned both, MSc and PhD degree in the field of Public Health and Health Care at the University of Zagreb Medical School (1988 and 1997). Belonging to the Department (Chair) of Medical Statistics, Epidemiology and Medical Informatics she teaches Medical Informatics to both, undergraduate and postgraduate students at School of Medicine and School of Dentistry and in the same time she is a head of Medical Informatics Chair at Medical School, University of Mostar, Bosnia and Herzegovina.

She was a head of the Department of Medical Statistics, Epidemiology and Medical Informatics (2004-2006) and currently she is director of the Andrija Štampar School of Public Health after being deputy director 2006-07. She has been appointed for associate professor in 2004 and elected by the University of Zagreb Senate to full professorship in March 2010.
Jadranka is deputy director of the Medical School PhD Program Biomedicine and Health Sciences. She participated in the development of this Bologna shaped PhD program since its start in 1998 as well as in the organization of two European Conferences on Harmonization of PhD Programs in Biomedicine and Health Sciences held in Zagreb in 2004 and 2005 and resulted in the adoption of the Zagreb Declaration on PhD Education in Biomedicine and Health Sciences (2004) and Guidelines for Organization of PhD Programs (available from http://bio.mef.hr/conference). As a result of these conferences the organization named ORPHEUS (Organization for PhD Education in Biomedicine and Health Sciences in the European System) was established. 
Currently Jadranka is principal investigator of the project Interaction between PhD program and scientific productivity in biomedicine and participates in the project Impact of formal education on quality of work in outhospital care, both financed by Croatian Ministry of Science, Education and Sports.
She participated in several internationally supported projects intended for capacity building in public health and medical education like the following two PH-SEE - Programmes for Training and Research in Public Health in South Eastern Europe (project initially financed by Stability Pact for South Eastern Europe from the year 2000 and later by DAAD) and Continuing education for primary health care (joint project of the Andrija Štampar School of Public Health and JICA - Japan International Cooperation Agency during 1980-ties). Working on projects and participating in international cooperation in field of public health and medical education she visited many health care, scientific and higher education institutions outside Croatia, in particular those in South-Eastern European countries, Austria, France, Germany and Japan. As an experienced scientists and scholar she often acts as reviewer of journal articles and projects proposals.  
Simulation modeling and its application in public health and biomedicine has been in a focus of her scientific interest from the very beginning of her career.
Jadranka Božikov published several teaching materials from the field of medical informatics and use of information and communication technology (ICT) in biomedicine, medical education and health care and co-authored more than 100 scientific and professional papers in medical journals; more than 30 of them are indexed and cited in SCI more than 160 times. 
Jadranka is married since 1974 and mother of two adult sons.
